Used survey format (samples of survey forms etc included) to establish picture of state publications, using 10 major agencies as starting point. Key points: Line between record and publication blurred, so too is distinction between who has management responsibilities for both.  Technology and budget will be main drivers. 51% of state pubs were in digital format only in 2003, and two-thirds of those in web-based databases.  And compliance to digital guidelines is minimal – need proactive, involvement in all stages of publication production, large lack of database indexing, despite published guidelines from the A.
