Wefeelfine.org
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Jonathan Harris has been working on several fascinating ways to display information. Wefeelfine.org is a cool site. Daily the site searches for bloggers who use the word feel. Each phrase is captured and added to this incredibly visual representation of feeling. The bouncing dots each represent a feeling. When you mouse over you see the simple words. If you click on the dot, you see the full phrase, and can link to the person website. Wefeelfine.org also lets you organize feels by additional words (I feel happy, sad, bored, etc…), gender, age, and weather. It is yet another example of the need for looking at visual literacy and how we are displaying our information.�
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So, if we look at the whole new mind, information, needs, and design we can see that we need to really look at our services and how we are providing them. For the statewide reference initiative we plan on doing to key things:

collecting more data about information usage and users - we also want to mix and match and graphically create some new visuals for statewide reference.

we’ll be putting together an invitational statewide reference rethink tank to look at all of the data and create possible new designs. we have an opportunity to really create our future and services that will meet the needs of Californians.�
