Job Description
Purpose of Job:  To help out on the Bookmobile. Staff can use help to monitor foot traffic and to assist library users locate material.
Responsibilities:  Help direct foot traffic (monitor children and adults exiting or entering the bookmobile and assist any who need help up or down the steps).  Help shelve and order books.
Qualifications:    Must be available to be out whole or half days traveling the County with the Bookmobile operator.  Must have good customer service skills.   Must be able to climb steps into and out of the bookmobile and work in a confined, sometimes slightly unsteady space.  Must be approved to work with children.
Responsible to:   Bookmobile operator, Library Service Specialist III, and the Volunteer Coordinator.

Training Provided:  Orientation to the Library and Library Policies, as well as training on the Bookmobile.

Days and Hours Required:  The Bookmobile stops at scheduled sites every week. Volunteers will need to meet the Bookmobile at a given spot on the day that they will help, and travel with the Bookmobile for the scheduled time each week.  We will match you to days that you can cover. (Volunteers may, of course, take time off when they need to.)
Length of Commitment:   A minimum commitment of six months is requested.
